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I’m inspector Lam. Today I would like to talk about how to prevent crime when travelling abroad.

As we know, travelling abroad has its risks and one of them is crime. So how to keep our personal safety and prevent crime are something we should do when we go travelling.

All of you are still very young and some of you may lack experience of protecting yourselves when you are in an overseas country. Therefore, I come today to give you some advice.

To start with, let me talk about the crimes which are commonly encountered by tourists. Theft, abduction and sexual assaults are all common.

Firstly, you need to be very careful and maintain alertness at all time.  You should always zip up your bags wherever you go so that the thief can’t steal your things easily.  Also, you should keep your personal things, such as passport and money in a safety box and do not take them out when you do not need them.

Secondly, abduction is also something that can be very dangerous to a tourist so that if you are travelling overseas and when need to ask for help, remember only to find someone who is trustworthy, such as police, to help you. Moreover, you should prepare a useful guide map before you start your trip so you don’t need to approach someone that who don’t know to give you guidance.

In addition, to avoid sexual assault from happening, try not to travel alone, especially to remote places. Go to popular tourist spots because they are usually crowded with people. It will be safer if you are in an area with people around you. Of course, if you can travel with someone or in a group, you can help each other. If not, remember to shout for help when you are in need.
