Write a speech to talk about the issue of elderly

I’m Chris Wong, the president of the Student Union. Today I would like to talk about the elderly issue in Hong Kong.

According to the Census of Statistics Department, there are 940,000 people aged 65 or older in 2012 and the figure will likely soar to 21 million two decades later. So how to look after our old people is something we should do.

Sadly speaking, there are many problems concerning the elderly in our prosperous city. The first one is the shortage of living places. Up to the present moment, figures from the government show the average waiting time for a regular-care for the aged is 22 months while the waiting time for a place with nursing and medical care can be to 37 months. We feel heartbroken to hear that each year, some 4,000 elderly Hong Kong people die before they can get a place in these homes. 

The next one is a lack of nurses. The number of nursing graduates has been dropped from 1391 in 2001 to 416 in 2012. With less nurse graduates, the hardest hit is the nursing homes for the old people. It is understandable to know that those who choose nursing as their career, working in an aged care homes is always their lowest priority. 

As elderly people have much contribution to the society when they are young, providing them with a comfortable and caring place to live is our responsibility, so that they can live a comfortable and dignified life when they are old.
